Mumbai: Pollution levels in
Mumbai fell on Monday but
the city’s Air Quality Index
(AQI) was still in the ‘very
poor’ category and, worse
than that of Delhi.

The AQI for Mumbai in
themorning was 308; it redu-
ced only marginally by eve-
ning, to 304, according to the
System for Air Quality Weat-
her Forecasting and Rese-
arch (SAFAR).

The AQI for Delhi, on the
other hand, was pegged at
208 in the morning, and it
improved to 169 in the eve-
ning. Experts at SAFAR said
the national capital’s impro-
ved air quality could be tem-
porary due to a change in

wind patterns.
Most suburbs continued
to record ‘very poor’

AQI. Among the most pollu-
ted were Chembur (363),
which is close to Deonar,
Andheri (355).

Weathermen said it wo-
uld be another two or three
days before normal condi-
tions wererestored. If Mum-
baihad any sense of relief, it
was because the AQI was
better compared to Sunday’s
333, Saturday’s 318 and Fri-
day’s341—thedayithad mat-
ched pollution levels in Del-
hi. “Conditions seem to be
improving as the fire has be-
en controlled, but weather

conditions like winter tem-
peratures and high moistu-
re levels have still kept the
pollution in the very poor ca-
tegory. The winds are now
picking speed, which will
help reduce pollution levels
in the coming days,” said
Gufran Beig, project direc-
tor, SAFAR.

“The winds are not very
calm now, but the humidity
levels are very high. Due to
this, the pollutant particles
are still in the air and the
particulate matter concent-
ration in areas like Chem-
bur, Mazgaon and BKC is
still very high. The sea bree-
ze helps the city to clean up
naturally, but it will take a
couple of days before things
arebacktonormal,”saidK S
Hosalikar, deputy director
general of the Regional Me-
teorological Center in Mum-
bai. SAFAR has forecast an
AQI of 295 for Tuesday.

Under the MoU, which
was signed on Saturday, the
HRD ministry will facilitate
IITstodevelopand undertake
pilot projects for zero liquid
discharge (ZLD) systems for
four types of industrial pollu-
tion covering tanneries, che-
mical, pharma and textile in-
dustries. The ministry of Ay-
ush will take up promotion of
medicinal plants in the
Ganga catchment areas and
the ministry of youth affairs
will involve sports persons in
forming groups of youth who
can take up activities related
to Ganga cleaning.

According to the latest
details of his assets disclo-
sed by the Prime Minister’s
Office, Modi had total
‘cashinhand’ of justRs4,700
at the end of the last
fiscal, down from Rs 38,700
disclosed mid-fiscal as on
August 18, 2014.

However, the total value
of Modi’s movable and im-
movable assets during this
period has grown from Rs
1.26 crore to Rs 1.41 crore as
on March 31, 2015.

As per the disclosure,
Modi does not own any
‘motor  vehicles/aircraft/
yachts/ships’, while he still
retains his bank accounts in
Gujarat. He has no bank ac-
count in Delhi.

While he has no loans,
hisjewellery holdings inclu-
de “four pieces of gold
rings” weighing approxima-
tely 45 grams with a value of
about Rs 1.19 lakh as on
March 31, 2015. The value of
these rings has come down
slightly from Rs1.211akh sin-
ce last disclosure as on
August 18, 2014.
